Understanding and
supporting the work 
of land trusts

Despite their increased
activity in nature, over 
the last two years, just 
over one-third of Coloradans
have helped a wildlife or
conservation nonprofit by
donating money and/or time.

Coloradans value the benefits of land, water and wildlife
conservation. They understand the role conservation
plays in quality of life. And they feel that conservation
helps protect Colorado for the future. 

Land trusts are connected to all of these things.

Two-thirds of Coloradans continued or
increased their outdoor activities at parks
or in nature during the pandemic.

More than half say that actions related to
conserving the land are extremely important
responsibilities for land trusts to undertake.

96% of Coloradans have a favorable
opinion of land trusts once they hear a
quick of explanation of land trusts’ work.
